1. All work must be previously unpublished. Work broadcast or plays performed are classified as published.

2. The Fellowship of Australian Writers (WA) reserves the right to publish the winning, second place and highly   commended entries in its publications (including web site). Results will be published in FAWWA publications.

3. Non-award winning manuscripts are destroyed after the competition and will not be returned. Ensure you keep a copy.

4. A pen name must be used and CHANGED for each story. The real name of the author must not appear on the manuscript.

5. Each story must have a cover page with only the following information; Competition, Title of Story,  and  Pen Name
